How to Dye 
Fabric with 

Fruits &  
Vegetables

It’s easier than you think! 
Use a ratio of 2 cups water 

to every 2 cups produce. Don 
gloves, then place chopped 

raw ingredients in a pot  
of water; bring to a boil. Let 
stand 5 to 10 minutes so the 

colors can seep out. Add a 
fixative (either salt or white 

vinegar), then add your 
prewashed natural fabric.
